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Enoch walked with God for 365 years, and because of his
faithfulness in the Lord, God took him away so he did not
have to experience death. During my late teens and
early twenties, | was part of Enoch fellowship, and it was
the fellowship’ s goal to walk with God the way Enoch
did. However, walking with God is no easy task -
especially in the 21st century. Therefore, during my early
twenties, | journeyed through my version of the

“wilderness” , much like Jesus did in Matthew 4. It was
through this “wilderness journey” that | recognize how
hard it is to be like Christ; unlike Jesus, | did not pass the

“tests” . It was through failing these tests that | became
aware of my weaknesses, and recognized how much |
needed Christ in my life. What | finally understood was
that while walking with Christ is a choice | have to make,
the strength to continue walking with Him is a gift from
Him. | am so thankful that God knows fully that | am not
able to keep up with Him; but rather, He adjusts His pace
so that He can keep me company. And when He
decidesitistime to “speedup” and “go” , He picks
me up and carries me forward.

As God carried me through my twenties, in His mercy |
was able to hear God’ s voice calling me into full time
ministry. Reflecting on my path first as a student in
university, looking at my volunteer/service opportunities
and also the vocational training | received, God opened
my eyes to see that it was Him who brought me to where |
am today. First, God eauipped me with hands-on
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instructional skills through my part-time work as a
swimming instructor while allowing me to transfer
coaching and group management skills to Awana, VBS
summer camps, and Enoch Fellowship. Then, as God
continued to give me more opportunities to mentor
children and youth at church, He helped me finish my first
degree in Biology, and then called me into the
teachers’ education program at UBC. As a teacher,
God equipped me with organizational, public speaking,
and other leadership skills that further enabled me to
serve Him better. It was after my education program and
during my three years as a school teacher that |
understood what God was preparing me for all along.
With the guidance of Pastor Rebecca and Pastor
Edward, as well as with the blessings of my parents, | left
my job as a teacher to enter into seminary so that | can
finally piece together all the training He provided for me
to fruition.

It was never easy to leave my background in
genetics to go into teaching. It was even harder to leave
the stability of being a teacher to face all the
uncertainties that come with full time ministry. However,
from my experience so far in seminary, | have
experienced firsthand the comfort of walking by faith,
where “faith is being sure of what we hope for and
certain of what we do not see” .| am truly not certain
what my life would be like in five or ten years, but | know
that with God by my side, | have nothing to fear.
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
